Important terms:
1. Underground Railroad- A secret system of routes that helped slaves escape to freedom. The Underground Railroad had codes and secret messages. Quilts and songs were often used to pass on secret messages. In code the “Conductors” were the people that helped the slaves, the “Passengers” were the slaves, and the “Stations” were the homes or barns used to hide the slaves. The slaves were able to hide, rest, and get a meal at the stations. 
2. Slavery in the United States-  Slaves were captured from their homelands to be sold to slave traders. The slaves were brought to the United States and sold to slave owners. In the South slaves were forced to work on plantations for no pay. Slaves were often treated very poorly. In the South many people believed if slavery ended it would hurt their economy and way of life.
3. Civil War- The South did not want to end slavery and they believed the government did not have the right to tell them what to do with their slaves. The South decided to secede from the United States. This means the South wanted to leave the country and start a new country. This caused a war to be fought between the North and the South. The South was called the Confederacy and the North was called the Union. Pennsylvania help the Union by supplying much of the iron and coal used to win the war. Women help the war effort by volunteering as nurses, working as spies, and working on farms and in factories while the men were away. When the war ended the Confederacy surrendered, and all the black men, women, and children in the country became free. The Civil War was important because it finished the work of the Declaration of Independence by making everyone free.
Important People:
1. Thaddeus Stevens- Suggested an amendment that gave people who had been slaves the right to vote.

2. Lucretia Mott- Was a Quaker, teacher, and spoke about abolition and women’s rights.
3. Abraham Lincoln- President during the Civil war. He gave the famous speech, The Gettysburg Address. He helped people all over the country see how important the Civil War was.

4. Richard Allen- Born a slave in Philadelphia and was allowed to buy his freedom for $2000. He founded the 1st organized African American church in the United States. 

5. Martin Delany- A doctor and abolitionist from Pittsburg. He published The North Star with Fredrick Douglass. 
6. Henry “Box” Brown- Had a friend mail him to freedom in a wooden crate.

7. John Wilkes Booth- An actor who assassinated President Lincoln while he watched a play. 

8. General Robert E. Lee- A Confederate General who surrendered to the Union and ended the war.

9. General Ulysses S. Grant- A Union General.
